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There are 3 basic ways to 
use less water. 

1. Change your habits. 

A lot of water goes down 
the drain needlessly. Think 
about the amount of water 
you’re using and how you 
can use less. 

 

2.  Repair leaks. 

A single dripping faucet 
can waste hundreds, even 
thousands of gallons per 
year. Most leaks are easy to 
find and repair. 

3.  Install water-saving 
devices. 

If you don’t already have 

water-efficient or low-flow 
fixtures, you can cut your 
water use with: 

A) Aerators (to mix air with 
water) 

B) Displacement devices 
(to reduce the amount of 
water used in older toi-
lets). 
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During the year of 2000 the Per-
dido Bay Water, Sewer and Fire 
Protection District made numer-
ous improvements and upgrades 
to the water system in an effort 
to improve the quality of water 
and service provided to our cus-
tomers. The following is a list of 
the improvements made: 

· Upgraded system chemical 
feed. 

· Upgraded system mapping. 

· Upgraded Hearron Village 
Phase II water lines. 

· Upgraded 3” water line on 
Rosalia to 6”. 

· Upgraded maintenance barn 
at billing office site. 

· Installed 8” water line on 
Hwy. 98 from the Texaco 
east to Perdido St. 

· Remodeled and enlarged 
Spanish Cove Well house. 

· Acquired system hydraulic 
modeling. 

· Purchased new backhoe and 
trailer. 

· Purchased new tractor. 

· Purchased new generator 
for emergency power at 
billing office. 

· Replaced 1985 Dodge work 
truck. 

· Completed 1,929 work or-
ders 

Other facts: 

· We delivered 115,562,853 
gallons of water in 2000. 

· Our storage capacity is 
1,000,000 gallons of water. 

· Our system has approx. 
130 miles of pipe. 

· Our system is Telemetry 
controlled. 

· We operate with 8 employ-
ees, 5 are certified opera-
tors.

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With hurricane season here 
Perdido Bay Water will take 
the following steps to minimize 
the possibilities of water out-
ages and to provide on-going 
continuous service to our cus-
tomers. 

Generators: 

1. Have been filled with fuel. 

2. Have been run and loaded. 

3. 100 kw generator hooked 
to truck and on standby at 
Well #2. 

Vehicles and Equipment: 

1. Have been filled with fuel. 

2. Have been equipped with 
tools. 

3. Have been loaded with 
supplies to make repairs. 

4. Fuel tank in vehicle yard 
filled to capacity. 

Wells: 

1. Will be run in manual mode 
prior to storm to fill all stor-
age tanks to overflow capac-
ity. 

2. Cross connection at Spanish 
Cove will be opened. 

Once storm has passed: 

1. All field employees will be 
gathered at maintenance of-
fice and paired up into groups 
of two (2) and sent out to 
assess any damage to wells, 
tanks and system. Once situa-
tion has been assessed em-
ployees will gather back at 
maintenance office with a list 
of damages. Damages will be 

prioritized and repaired in a 
timely manner. 

2. Office personnel will gather at 
the billing office to man 
phones and take calls from 
customers reporting damage. 
All damage reported to the 
office will be communicated 
to the Superintendent and han-
dled accordingly. 

Perdido Bay Water is also request-
ing that customers who are evacu-
ating the area turn their water off at 
their meter to minimize the loss of 
water and to prevent excessive 
bills. In the event that there is a 
water outage, we ask for the cus-
tomers patience and want them to 
know that we will do everything 
possible to minimize and rectify 
the situation.

bowl in 15 minutes. (Don’t 
flush.) Color in the toilet 
bowl probably means 
there’s a leak. 

Sink 

· Plug the drain and use only 
as much water as you need 
to wash or shave. 

· Don’t let water run when 

you brush your teeth. 

· Repair leaks and drips. 

Tub or shower 

· Plug the drain before you run 
water for baths. Take shallow 
baths and keep showers short. 

Water-saving devices are avail-
able for the toilet and the 
shower. 

In the bathroom: 

Toilet 

· Flush only when neces-
sary. Don’t use the toilet 
to dispose of cigarette 
butts or other trash. 

· Repair leaks. Add food 
coloring to the toilet tank 
water, and check the

As your water purveyor, we 
have a responsibility to pro-
vide you with safe drinking 
water. Cross-connections are 
one area of concern for us. A 
cross-connection is any ar-
rangement of pipes, fittings, 
fixtures, or devices that con-
nects a non-potable system to 
a potable (safe for domestic 
use) system such as ours. The 

most common cross-
connection is your garden 
hose. If the hose is left in the 
swimming pool or with a 
chemical sprayer attached 
this contaminated water 
could be pulled back into the 
water system. Cross-
connections also occur with 
lawn sprinkler systems and 
wells. The Perdido Bay Wa-

ter District does have a Cross
-Connection Policy and Pro-
cedure, which is required by 
the state. If you would like to 
obtain a copy of this policy, 
or have any questions please 
feel free to give our office a 
call.

We would like to encourage 
you to check out the adver-
tisements in this issue of our 
newsletter. We have offered 
this service to the business 
owners on our water system. 
If we missed you please ex-
cept our apologies and con-
tact our billing office for 
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the water that is sold and cannot 
be accounted for. Thanks to the 
cooperation of the fire depart-
ments (Lillian VFD, Perdido 
Beach VFD, Josephine VFD and 
Elberta VFD) throughout the 
system we can account for the 
water that is used in fighting 
fires and training. 

Taking the above facts into con-
sideration the Perdido Bay Wa-
ter, Sewer and Fire Protection 
District has a meter change out 
program in place and working on 
replacing all water meters 
throughout the system. The sys-
tem is installing a touch read 
meter that can be scanned with a 
electronic device thus eliminat-
ing the possibility of any human 
error that may occur when read-
ing the meters or entering data 

fast or over-registering. The 
answer to this question is 
NO; a household type water 
meter cannot over-register. 
A water meter is so de-
signed that as it ages and 
wears it will become worn 
out and slow down and at 
times completely stop regis-
tering. 

As you can see old meters 
means less revenues for the 
system. Not only does the 
system lose revenues but it 
also affects the pumping 
reports that have to be re-
ported to the state. The wa-
ter system is required to 
report all un-accounted for 
water to the state. Un-
accounted for water is the 
water that is pumped above 

into the computers. 

In the event that you feel 
that you have been billed in 
error or feel that there is a 
mistake in your bill we 
would like to encourage 
you to please call our bill-
ing office and we will be 
glad to reread your meter 
or check to see if you have 
a leak. As you are aware 
we are human and do make 
mistakes from time to time. 

If you would like more 
information on our meters 
and how they work please 
feel free to call our office 
and we will be glad to pro-
vide you with information 
from the manufacturer.

The water meter is often re-
ferred to as the cash register 
of the water system. A meter 
is installed at the customer’s 
home to accurately measure 
the water being consumed at 
the home. The American Wa-
ter Works Association sets 
limits on the accuracy of the 
water meters and the manu-
facturer guarantees the meters 
when it is purchased by the 
water system. 
We have received numerous 
calls and questions concern-
ing whether or not a meter is 
accurate. This usually occurs 
when a customer receives a 
higher than normal water bill. 
The customer usually wants 
to know if their meter is run-
ning
